Somewhere between when
Father’s Day was first estab-
lished in June of 1910 and
present day the tie has be-
come synonymous with the
holiday.

One may never know just
who introduced the tie into
the picture.

Sonora
Dodd, of Washington, came
up with the concept for a
“father’s day.” She thought
of the idea while listening
to a Mother’s Day sermon
in 1909 and realized there
should be a similar day set
aside to honor fathers, most
especially her father, Wil-
liam Smart. Smart was a
Civil War veteran and also a
widower, who raised his six
children all on his own.

When Dodd became an
adult, she realized how self-

lessly her father had acted
and how difficult it must
have been to raise such a
large family. In his honor,
she held a father’s day in
Spokane, Washington on
June 1
day. The idea of the holiday
was supported by President
Calvin Coolidge in 1924. But
it wasn’t until 1966, when
President Lyndon Johnson
signed a presidential proc-
lamation declaring the third
Sunday of June as Father’s
Day, and subsequently when
President Richard Nixon
signed the law in 1972 that
the holiday became perma-
nent.

Since then Father’s Day
has been celebrated annually
worldwide. And, the sale of
ties spikes considerably at
that time of year. After all,
could there possibly be a gift
that fits Dad more perfectly
than a tie? The answer is a
resounding yes.

By now your father may
have enough ties to fill his
closet. So this year, consid-
er a gift that may be more
heartfelt and unique. Here
are some ideas:
